The regular exchange visits and meetings between SWU and Nottingham staff
are arranged to ensure the quality and sustainability of the Programme ranging
from students’ selection, through three-year study, to Bachelor’s graduation.

4. RECRUITMENT AND ADMISSION

Under this agreement, a student intake of 5 - 20 with 20 being the maximum
number is required, Any amendment to this will be subject to the agreement of
both Nottingham and SWU. Students are selected from high achievers attending
international schools and colleges In Thalland. The applicants are mainly Thal
students from Thal high schools, the international schools in Thailand and other
countries. Since application documents may vary with the sources, the details will
be announced by the time of the application.

Students initially apply for admission into the SWU’s Dual PharmD Programme
from September to December in the year prior to entry for the BSc Programme.
Only those students who are offered a place on the Dual PharmD programme will
be eligible to apply for a place on the BSc. Before offering a place on the PharmD,
an interview with all eligible students will be jointly performed in Thalland by at
least three experienced SWU staff. At [east one member of Nottingham, UK staff
wlill be on the panel to select students with appropriate attributes in terms of baslic
knowledge, communication skills and psychological status, e.g. attitudes,
personality and coping behaviour. The interviewers will decide on the basis of
information gathered during the interview to recommend that a candidate
deserves an offer or should be rejected. The final decislon of the Admission
Committee |s deemed final.

The academic and English language entry requirements for the BSc Programme will
be in accordance with tha University of Nottingham and the SWU'’s Dual PharmD
Programme policies;
e AAB at A level including Chemistry and a second subject from Maths, Physics
or Biology, and GCSE Maths and English Grade 5 or equivalent; or 18 34
(6,6,5 at Higher level including Chemistry, plus one from biology, physics or
maths) or equivalent acceptable gualification
o IELTS 7.0 with no less than 6 in any element. It is highly recommended that
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the test be taken in a UKVI-approved test centre.

Nottingham and SWU reserve the right to make final decisions concerning
admissions and recruitment.

Admission to the BSc Programme will be via UCAS.

All publicity necessary for student recruitment is produced by SWU under the
scrutiny of the Dual PharmD Programme Director and in consultation with the
Programme Leader or main contact person in Nottingham. Neither institution
will however use the name or logo of the other in any forrm of publicity without
the permission of the other. The University of Nottingham name and logo remain

the property of the University,

5. REGISTRATION OF STUDENTS AND MAINTENANCE OF STUDENT
RECORDS

Students enrolled on this course will be registered students of both Nottingham
and SWU during the three years of the BSc International Pharmacy Practice. During
the following three years of the PharmD students will be solely registered at SWU.

Students’ records for the SWU component will be maintained and kept at SWU.
Additionally, students’ marks from Nottingham will be recalculated as the grade point
average (GPA) according to the SWU's regulation. For any extenuating circumstances,
records will be forwarded to Nottingham as appropriate.

6. RULES AND REGULATIONS

Students shall be subject to the rules and regulations of each university when
studying at that institution Nottingham and SWU ; it is not expected that there will
be any conflicts that cannot be resolved through negotiation. However, should
such a conflict occur, students will be subject to the rules and regulations of the
institution at which they are currently studying. Each University will issue site-
specific regulations, such as Health and Safety, to which the students must
adhere. In Nottingham, students will receive a Course Handbook to guide their
studies over the 3-year period. In addition to the above rules and regulations,
students will also be subject to SWU Fitness to Practice (FtP) standards and
procedures for the full 6 year duration of their studies, including the 3 year BSc at
Nottingham.

7. LEARNING ENVIRONMENT AND INFRASTRUCTURE

Excellent teaching and other facilities are available at both institutions; All
students will have access to excellent IT facilities. Research supervision for the
third year student project at UoN will be organised by Nottingham, but students
are able to carry out their projects in the UK or Thailand where appropriate (see
the heading “13. Intellectual Property Rights”), Nottingham abides by the University
guidance on the admission of students with disabilities as detailed in the Quality Manual
swhohaveadisabilityorlong-termmedicalcondition.aspx and will take all reasonable steps
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to ensure that students can participate fully in the Programme. All staff engaged in
the delivery or cupport of the Programme shall be properly qualified for their
role. Nottingham and SWU shall ensure that adequate systems are in place for
staff recruitment and staff development.

8. ASSESSMENT AND STUDENT PROGRESSION

Assessment, reassessment, progression and awards shall be in accordance with
the Nottingham’s policies and regulations detailed in the Quality Manual
https://www.nottingham.ac.uk/academicservices/gqualitymanual/

assessmentandawards/assessment-index-page.aspx and those
outlined in the Programme Specification. Full provision and support are made via

the personal tutor system and open-door policy access to teaching staff. Extensive
use is made of the Pharmacy VLE on generic feedback on assessments and the
course. SWU agrees to undertake to provide appropriate advice and feedback on
student progress and achlevement through supervisors and other mechanisms.

9. COURSE TRANSFERS

Owing to the integrated nature of the Programme, students are not able to transfer
into the normal Thai PharmD Programme or other programmes at both universities.
Upon completion of the Programme, students must return to Thailand in order to
complete the PharmD study. Students will not be able to stay on at Nottingham
for the MPharm or clinical placements.

10.COMPLAINTS, APPEALS AND OFFENCES

Nottingham and SWU shall ensure that all policies regarding complaints, appeals
and academic offences are available to students. Any such issue will be
processed in accordance with the policy and procedure of the institution where the
issue arose. Where it cannot be clearly identified, the two institutions will co-
operate with each other in managing the issue and sharing information as
required.

Students shall be subject to Nottingham's Academic Misconduct Policy shown on

the University webpage on
http: ham.ac.uk/academicsery !
assessment/academic-misconduct.aspx. Nottingham and SWU shall ensure that all

members of staff involved in the delivery of or support for the Programme are
fully aware of the Nottingham definitions of what constitutes an academic
misconduct and the Academic Misconduct Policy and Procedure. The contact persons
of both institutions will be fully informed of any incidents in a timely manner so
that the situation may be monitored and advice from the partner provided when
required.

11. GRADUATION AND CERTIFICATION

Nottingham shall have sole responsibility for awarding certificates and transcripts
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relating to and for arranging graduation ceremonies at the end of year three of the
programme. It is anticipated that successful students will graduate in the July of
the year they complete their studies. Certificates shall include the name and logo
of Nottingham only.

SWU shali have sole responsibility for awarding certificates and transcripts relating
to the Programme and for arranging graduation ceremonies at the end of year six of
the programme. Itis anticipated that successful students will graduate in the April
of the year they complete their studies. Certificates shall include the name and
logo of SWU only.

11.APPOINTMENT AND ROLE OF EXTERNAL EXAMINERS

The appointment and role of the External Examiners shall be in accordance with
the University of Nottingham policy for External Examiners for year three of the
programme. The Programme Leader shall be responsible for dealing with the
appointment of the External Examiners, responding to their feedback or comments,
and keeping all relevant records.

12.QUALITY ASSURANCE

Quality assurance will be appropriate for the time the students are in the UK,
Nottingham takes responsibility for ensuring the quality of education provided.
The Programme will be subject to the normal quality assurance policies and
procedures as lald out in the Quality Manual at
https://www.nottingham.ac.uk/academicservices/qualitymanual/aboutthequalitym
anual.aspx. This includes the requirement for the Programme lLeader In
Nottingham to conduct an annual review of the Programme and inform SWU of the
results, especially for student-related matters,

Quality assurance will be appropriate for the time the students are in the Thailand.
SWU takes responsibility for ensuring the quality of education provided as per
SWU quality assurance policies and procedures at http://qa.swu.ac.th/

14.INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS

The establishment of intellectual property rights (IPR) relating Lo lecture
contents would remain with the participating institutions as appropriate
for dellvery of the modules. Agreements must be drawn up between companies
and the Universities in respect of IPR arising from a research project. Such
agreements would take into account the student, the university and the company
itself. Also within the agreement, a statement must be made about opportunities
for publication arising from the work in the project. Any secrecy clause must not
conflict with the regulation of the supervising University.

15.FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS

Each University will be responsible for collection of their own fees. The students will
pay to Nottingham the full tuition fee in GBP for Years 1 - 3. Upon returnto SWU,
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students are liable for SWU-based fees for the PharmD course, Students are sell-
funding and responsible for their fees in Nottingham and SWU. A 10% scholarship
(In the form of a 10% tuition fee discount) will be offered by Nottingham for the
length of the agreement. Each university will inform students of any extra costs
incurred in the Programme of study. Since an annual exchange visit for the local
programme leaders is financed by the visiting institution, there shall be no transfer
of money between the institutions.

16.DISPUTE RESOLUTION

Each party shall make every effort to resolve amicably, by means of direct informal
negotiation and consultation, any dispute arising between them in connection with
this agreement. In the first instance, each party shall arrange for a senior
representative to meet solely in order to resolve the matter in dispute. If it is not
resolved the parties shall arrange for the Vice-Chancellor of Nottingham and the
President at SWU, or their nominee, to meet in order to resolve the dispute, If
these meetings fail to reach a resolution, then the parties shall attempt to settle
it by mediation in accordance with the Centre for Dispute Resolution (CEDR) Model
Mediation Procedure or any other mediation procedure that the parties may agree.

17.LEGAL JURISDICTION

This agreement shall be subject to the laws of England. While both parties agree,
where possible, to resolve any dispute without reference to the courts, where
necessary any dispute shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English
courts, Both parties agree not to divulge the details of any dispute to & third
party (other than legal representatives).

SWU acknowledges that Nottingham is subject to all applicable UK legislation
including, but not exclusively, the Freedom of Information Act 2000, the General
Data Protection Regulation, UK Bribery Act 2010 and Equality Act 2010. In
compliance with this legislation, Nottingham may be required to release
information related to this agreement and the Programme related to this
agreement to a third party.

SWU shall ensure that it complies with the laws applicable in Thalland and obtains
all necessary permits, licences, permissions or approvals necessary for the delivery
of Its business under this MOA.

18. INDEMNIFICATION

Each party agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the other against any
cost, claim or damage resulting from the negligence or willful misconduct of the
indemnifying party, except to the extent resulting from the negligence or willful
misconduct of the other party.

19. FREEDOM OF INFORMATION

The parties acknowledge that Nottingham is subject to the requirements of the Freedom
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of Information Act 2000 (*FOIA") and the Environmental Information Regulations 2004
("EIR") and that SWU may be subject to similar legislation in Thailand. Each party shall
assist and co-operate with the other party (on request and at each party's own expense)
to enable both parties to comply with the information disclosure requirements imposed
on them.

Where Nottingham receives a request for information under the FOIA and/or the EIR
which relates in any way to this Agreement it shall notify SWU within five working days
of receipt of such request for information.

Where Nottingham receives a request for information in relation to information which it
has received from SWU, Nottingham shall use all reasonable endeavours to notify SWU
within two working days of receipt of the request for information.

SWU acknowledges and agrees that Nottingham shall be responsible for determining at
its absolute discretion whether the information of SWU held by it, or on its behalf, is to
be disclosed or is exempt from disclosure under the FOIA and/or the EIR.

20. DATA PROTECTION

The parties acknowledge that Nottingham is subject to the requirements of the
General Data Protection Regulation 2016/679 ("GDPR"), detalls of which are given at
http://www.ico.gov.uk/for organisations/data protection/the guide/key definitions.a
spx , and that SWU may be subject to similar legislation in Thailand. Each party shall
assist and co-operate with the other party (on request and at each party’s own
expense) to enable both parties to comply with the data protection requirements
imposed on them.

Each party shall process personal data (as defined in the GDPR) as is necessary to
comply with its obligations under this Agreement. Where personal data relating to
students is required to be shared between the parties, the parties shall process this in
accordance with the terms of the GDPR. In particular, the parties:

a) Shall ensure that appropriate technical and organisational measures are taken
against unauthorised or unlawful processing of personal data and against loss

or destruction of personal data;

b) Shall adopt and maintain a written security pelicy in relation to personal data
processed by them and shall ensure that all of their employees are aware of
and abide by its provisions,

21. ANTI-BRIBERY

Both parties shall conform to all applicable laws, statutes, regulations and code
related to anti-bribery and anti-corruption including but not limited to the UK Bribery
Act 2010. Neither party will engage in any activity or conduct which would constitute
an offence under the UK Bribery Act 2010 or any other applicable law in either
partner’s country. Both parties will promptly inform the other of any request or
demand for any undue financial or other advantage of any kind received by them In
connection with the performance of this agreement.,
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22.FORCE MAJEURE

No party shall be responsible to the other party for any delay in performance or
non-performance due to Force Majeure, but the affected party shall promptly upon
occurrence of any such causes inform the other party, stating that such cause has
delayed or prevented its performance hereunder and thereafter such party shall
take all action within its power to comply with the terms of this agreement as
fully and promptly as possible. If the Force Majeure in question prevails for a
continuous period in excess of one month, the parties shall enter into discussions
with a view to alleviating its effects or to agree reasonable alternative
arrangements.

23.NO AGENCY

Nothing in this agreement creates, Implies or evidences any partnership or joint
venture between the parties, or the relationship between them of principal and
agent. Neither party has any authority to make any representation or commitment,
or to incur any liability, on behalf of the other.

24.AMENDMENTS

No variation or amendment of this agreement will be effective unless it is made
in writing and signed by each party's representative.

25.THIRD PARTIES

No one except a party to this MOA has any right to prevent the amendment of this MOA
or its termination, and no one except a party to this MOA may enforce any benefit
conferred by this MOA, unless this MOA expressly provides otherwise.

26. DURATION OF THE AGREEMENT AND REVIEW ARRANGEMENTS

The agreement is established for an initial period of 5 years from the date signed
below and is subject to review within 12 months prior to the potential date of
renewal. First intake of students under this agreement will be in 2019 and last in
2025.

Either party may withdraw from this agreement by providing written notice - by
recorded delivery - of at least one year to the other party. Upon termination of this
agreement:

(a) any student who has already received an offer from Nottingham will be accepted
onto the programme

(b) students who have joined the Nottingham programme will be allowed to complete
it

(c) students who have already enrolled at Nottingham will be allowed to complete their
studies and progress to SWU (subject to meeting the relevant entry requirements)

Upon termination of this agreement all promotion of the programme shall cease, no
new students shall be admitted to the programme and any outstanding monies owed
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by either party to the other shall become immediately payable. All property, including
intellectual property, belonging to a party and held by the other party shall be returned
upon request,
